Campaign message about dams in Turkey
Action: The Turkish Government has planned since 1955 to built up 1,700 dams in order to create hidraulic energy and also to empower the national economy. In the village of Hasankeyf there is a historical place where there is a river, and the government is planing to remove the Minaret and also to make excavations in order to build the dam. Local people live in poverty and the river is the good way for them for fishing and to have some activities. If the Turkish Government will build a dam there the people will be forced to emigrate to other regions or countries. Also this dam would be damaging the identity simbol of Kurdish part of Turkey, plus a damage of the existing cultural heritage.

Responsible parties: Turkish Government as main responsible. Other actors: NGOs, civil society, international agencies, UNESCO.

Problem:  violation of human rights, destruction of the natural biodiversity and also cultural heritage. 

Benefit: increasing of the national economy plus more energy resources.
